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Remove the original bucket.

Lay the adapter plate on the mounting 
surface so the outer most holes line up.

Mark the area to be trimmed. Making 
sure to enlarge the hole adequately.
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Trim the areas that were marked, and 
deburr the edges. Paint or protect the 
material to prevent rust.

Line the plate back up with the 
mounting bracket. Use the hardware 
from the turn signal bucket to mount 
both pieces to the grill. Insert the 
plastic push pin where the plate lines 
up with the original hole in the grill.

	Insert Text Here: These adapter plates are designed to mount an early ('66-'68) turn signal bucket, into a later ('69-'77) grill. You will need to trim some material off the existing mounting bracket of the grill in order to get the bucket to fully seat into place. 

-After removing the original bucket assembly, set the adapter plate against the back of the mounting plate. Make sure the plate is oriented correctly, and mark the area that needs to be trimmed. 

-Remove the material marked out, and deburr the edges. Paint or treat the bare material to prevent rust.

-Using the hardware of the new bucket, attach the mounting plate and the bucket to the grill. Use the plastic push pin to secure the adapter plate in the outer most hole. Make sure to reattach the new ground wire if applicable.

-The running (low) and turn (High) element of the turn signal bucket are reversed between early and late. We offer a plug that will reverse the polarity to make this an easy install. You can feed the wiring into the boot, and push the plastic piece that holds the wire contacts out, and rotate it 180°, then reinstall and pull the wires back. This will allow you to leave the plug as is and have the bulb function correctly. If the bucket cannot be modified in this manner, you will need to cut the wires and reverse the wire connection.
