This cable operated hood latch offers added security and removes the original latch handle from the
view of your grill. The release handle has multiple mounting locations to accommodate a variety of
configurations. The latch mounts in the original location with some new hardware.

Note: Some adjustments will need to be made to the latch and the striker post to ensure the hood
shuts properly.

1. Remove the original hood latch. Route the release cable through the fire wall using a pre-existing
hole if possible. Run the cable along the fender skirt and through the core support. Make a gradual
turn towards the latch, avoid kinking the cable. Attach the ball stud to the swing arm of the latch,
and slide the cable housing into the retaining groove. Use one of the provided sheet metal screws
to help retain the cable housing.

2. Install two new nut clips to the mounting tab towards the passenger side of the latch mount. Slide
the latch between the mounting tab and the grill, and start two 5/16" mounting bolts. Install the other
two 5/16" bolts and thread into the nut plate. Snug the bolts but do not tighten. Pull and release the
cable handle to ensure proper operation of the latch.

3. Align the latch with the striker post by setting the hood down on the latch. Move the latch as
needed. Once the latch is aligned with the post, tighten the latch mounting bolts.
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4. Push down on the hood to fully latch it, and take note if the striker post needs adjustment. Open
the hood and release the striker post jam nut, adjust the striker post as needed, and re-tighten the
jam nut.

5. Find a suitable place to mount the hood release. The bottom of the dash, next to the brake
release is recommended. Flatten the locating tab with pliers, then use two self tapping sheet metal
screws to secure the release handle to the bottom of the dash. Double check function and make
additional adjustments to the latch and striker post as necessary.
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
