	Insert Text Here: These Hood stiffener braces are designed to install onto a stock style steel hood. They provide extra support for the hydraulic hood struts, or can be used on their own to help make the hood more rigid.

 1. Raise the hood and support with the stock hood support or other suitable device, or you may lay the hood back against the windshield frame. If you lay the hood against the windshield frame, make sure to place some sort of cushion against the area where the hood contacts the windshield frame. If the windshield frame is not supported by the hard top or something substantial, you may want to brace it for this procedure.

 2. The hood brace mounts on the 2nd and 3rd support brace from the hood hinge. Fig 1. 
The brace mounts with 4 of the sheet metal screws provided.

 3. The brace should be oriented with the mounting hole for the ball stud closer to the hood hinge, and towards the engine compartment, rather than the fender. Fig 2. Make sure the support brace is far enough from the edge of the hood to clear the fender when it shuts.

 4. Center the holes from the brace on the cross braces of the hood, and mark the holes to be drilled.

 
	Text8:  5. Set the brace aside and drill the 4 holes to 3/16”.

 6. Line the bracket up with the holes and use the 4 sheet metal screws to attach the brace.

 7. If attaching the hydraulic hood supports, mount the ball stud to the mounting hole with the ball stud towards the fender and the threads towards the engine compartment. Fig 3

 8. Slowly shut the hood, watching the bracket as you do so. Check for proper clearance to the fender. 

 9. With both brackets mounted, attach the hydraulic hood supports, and your installation is complete.
