   1. If you have quarter panel inserts, or something interfering with the install of these hardware strips, it will need to be removed.

   2. The hardware strip is provided with double sided tape to adhere it to the underside of the quarter panel. The underside of the quarter panel and the hardware strip will need to be clean and prepped for the tape to stick to it. Divide the tape between the two hardware strips. Attach the pieces, evenly spaced on the smooth side of the hardware strip. Fig. 1

   3. Slide the hardware strip into position, and check that the holes are lined up properly, before removing the protective covering on the second side of the tape. Fig 2.

   4. Continue attaching the strip, double checking the hole alignment,  pressing firmly against the tape to make sure you are getting good contact. Fig 3.

   5. Repeat this process for the other side.
	Text8:    6. You may consider using a few counter sunk bolts when the hard top is removed, to ensure the hardware strip stays in place. If you wish to permanently attach these strips, there are mounting holes in the strip. You would need to drill through the quarter panel and use a low profile attachment method such as rivets to not interfere with the hard top seals.
