This is a replica of the original electric windshield frame wiper linkage guard for the wiper and
dome light wiring. It installs with the provided hardware or the factory hardware if still available.

1. Make sure the area is prepped for installation.(Wiper cover removed,)

2. Tuck the wires into the grove of the windshield frame.

3. Align the mounting hole on the guard with the mounting hole on the windshield frame as
shown in the diagram. The guard should line up parallel to the top of the windshield frame. Secure
with #8 sheet metal mounting screws.

4. If your windshield frame did not have these pieces installed, the diagram below will show
where to drill, in order to install them.

5. Use the first measurement to locate and drill the first mounting hole of the guard, secure with
#8 screw, then mark the second mounting hole using the guard itself.

6. Drill the second hole and secure with a #8 sheet metal screw.

7. Test the wipers to ensure the linkage is not rubbing on the guards. Adjust them if necessary,
then reinstall the wiper cover.
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
