1. Prepare the Vehicle:

 Park the vehicle on a level surface and apply the parking brake.

* Place wheel chocks around the rear wheels to prevent the vehicle from rolling.
* Loosen the lug nuts on the front wheels.

2. Lift the Vehicle:

» Use a jack to lift the front of the vehicle so that the front tires are off the ground.
» Support the vehicle’s front end by the frame with jack stands.

* Remove both front wheels to gain access to the suspension components.

3. Remove the Existing Upper Control Arm:

» Using a 19mm wrench, loosen the nut securing the upper ball joint to the steering knuckle. Leave
the nut on a few threads to keep the knuckle from falling unexpectedly.

» Using a hammer, jolt the steering knuckle loose by hitting it from the side a few times as well as
the front and, if needed, from the back. Once the knuckle is separated from the ball joint stem,
support the knuckle assembly, and remove the nut.

* Using a 24mm and a 21mm wrench, loosen and remove the long mounting bolt for the upper A
arm.

» On the driver side, separate the steering shaft to remove this bolt. You may need to remove the
wheel well cover to access the shaft bolt.
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* Orient the steering shaft so that the bolt holding the two pieces together can be removed. Note
the position of the steering knuckles and steering wheel; this will be helpful for reassembly.
» Using a 10mm wrench, remove the bolt and separate the shaft.

4. Install the New Upper Control Arm:

* Locate the left and right A arm to their appropriate sides.

* Using the stock hardware, fasten the new upper A arm to the mounting bracket by sliding the bolt
in and fastening loosely with a nut.

« Slide the ball joint stem through the upper hole in the steering knuckle and attach the lock nut.

» Torque the long upper mounting bolt and nut to 65 Ib-ft, and torque the lock nut to 32 Ib-ft.

* Realign the steering shaft to its original position and reinsert the two halves, fastening with the
factory bolt. Apply a small amount of blue thread lock.

* Torque the steering shatft bolt to 18 Ib-ft.

* Place the front wheels back onto the vehicle and hand-tighten the lug nuts.

» Lower the vehicle from the jack stands and use a torque wrench to tighten the lug nuts to the
manufacturer’s specifications.
