	Text2: Step 1. Check to ensure there is nothing that will interfere with the installation of this mount. Remove and relocate any fuel lines, brake lines, wiring, etc. that may interfere with the mounting location of the new hoop shock. 

Step 2. Clean inside of frame rail just forward of factory rear bump stops. 

Step 3. Mock up hoop shock for welding making sure the mount has approximately 1/2” of clearance from underside of Bronco body, the plates that will be welded to the inside of frame are long so the shock mount can be slid up to accommodate Broncos with body lifts. 

Step 4. After mock up determine how much material will need to be removed from side plate and trim accordantly (the bottom plates should be just above the bottom of the frame rail)

Step 5. Stitch weld Hoop Shock mount in place making sure not to over heat any area.

Step 6. Stitch weld Hoop Shock mount in place making sure not to over heat any area.
