The under dash face panel is designed to offer an area to mount a variety of accessories. Stereo
mount, switch mount, USB port, and much more. There is some height adjustment for vehicles
equipped with carpet, floor mats, or bare floors. You may need to trim the face plate if your
configuration requires it.

1. Clear the mounting area.

2. Set the face panel in the desired location, and mark the floor and the dash so you can locate the
two mounting brackets.

3. Hold the mounting brackets aligned with the marks from the face plate, and mark the center of
the mounting holes. Make sure the holes to be drilled will not damage items behind the dash or
under the floor.

4. Pilot drill the holes, and loosely mount the brackets with the sheet metal screws.

5. Set the face panel back in the desired location and slide the dash mount bracket against the back

of the face panel. Hold the dash mount bracket in place, slide the face panel out of the way, and
tighten the dash mount bracket screws.

6. Set the face panel back in the desired location, against the dash mount bracket. Move the base
plate against the back of the face panel. Hold the base plate while removing the face panel,then
tighten the screws to the base plate.

7. Using the two machine screws, attach the face panel to the dash mount bracket. Pilot drill the
base plate at the pre-drilled holes in the face panel, then attach the face panel to the base plate
using sheet metal screws.

The face panel is ready to customize with switches, stereo, USB charge ports, and other accesories
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
