	Insert Verbal Instructions Here: Locate switch and control box - 

1. First determine a location for the switches.  At TOMS OFFROAD we will often mount the switch in a console or on the factory dash.  

2. Drill switch hole to 7/8” then use a small file to create the 1/16” w X 1/16” deep indexing notch on the right side. See Image #2

3. After you have mounted your switches you will want to find a location for the control box.  The location should be dry and out of the weather.  When wiring the control box the red wire should go to a 12V power supply fused at 10a.  The black wire goes to the vehicle ground. The yellow wire, which needs to connect to 12V accessory power (keyed power), is fused at 5a.  

4. Once the control box is wired you will connect the elements you installed in the seats earlier prior to the harness.  Check to ensure that everything is working properly before bolting seats back in place. 

5. If everything is working properly you can reinstall all your seats and enjoy your new heated seats.

	Text2: *Please test elements prior to installation.  To do so, power the red and yellow wire with 12v and ground the black wire.  Turn elements on and feel for heat and make sure your switch illuminates.  It will take a moment for the elements to heat up.*

Installation of Elements on the Seats -  

1. Remove seat covers.

2. Determine size and location of heating elements. Elements can be trimmed to size (short way only). See Image #1

3. Reflective tape goes under the element on top of the seat foam. This reflective tape helps to direct the heat produced by the element towards the occupants.  
The element is taped to the seat foam using the adhesive flange on the element. 

4. Route wires to the underside of the seat to a location they can be easily accessed later.
Replace seat covers. Do not bolt seats down yet.
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
