This shim is designed to level your Bronco due to small differences in height from side to side. It
could be used to shim the front of the vehicle up if necessary, but this shim is not designed to act as
a lift block. Check your local laws for safety and legal compliance.

Determine which side and approximately how many shims you need.

Block the rear wheels and lift the front of the vehicle, so the front tires are just off the ground.
Secure the frame with jack stands. Remove the front tire for easier access to the coil area. Allow the
axle to sag, but keep it loosely supported.

1. With the front suspension hanging, loosen both bolts that hold the coil cup to the radius arm so
the shim stack will fit under the cup. (If you are installing several shims, you may need longer bolts.
If you are not sure on the length of your bolts, Remove one and re install it a few turns.) Remove
one of the bolts, and line up the mounting hole of the shim with the coil cup holes and the threaded
hole in the radius arm. Re install the mounting bolt a few turns. Remove the other bolt and align the
other holes, get the bolt started and tighten both bolts. Reinstall tire and set the vehicle back on the
ground to determine if you have the desired shim height. If more or less shims are desired, set the
vehicle back on jack stands, and remove or add the shims needed. If you have the desired shim
level, torque coil cup bolts to ~40 Ib-ft and re torque lug nuts 90-110 Ib-ft.
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
