	Insert Text Here: These seat brackets are designed to install in the factory mounting holes, with the hardware provided. If you have the factory hardware, that can be utilized instead. You will need to remove the factory seats, and seat brackets, and ensure the mounting holes and mounting studs are in good condition. If any repairs are needed, please do so before proceeding.

   1. Identify the driver and passenger brackets, both sets have inboard and outboard brackets. There are two front brackets that are identical to each other, also two identical rear brackets. Fig 1

   2. Start by setting the seat bracket inner and outer to match up with the factory mounting locations and loosely bolt into place.

   3. Align the front and rear brackets up with the alignment holes in the side brackets.
NOTE: The front bracket has a flange that belongs at the top,Fig 3a, and the rear bracket has a slight arch that goes at the bottom. Fig 3b Secure with provided self tapping screws, or other method if desired.
   4. Tighten the side brackets to the factory mounts. 

   5. The Tom’s Offroad seats are provided with sliders that will mount directly to the new seat base. Align the holes in the sliders with the holes in the seat base and mount securely. Ensure the sliders are even with each other as there are multiple mounting holes in the sliders. 
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
