	Insert Text Here:   These seat brackets are designed to install in the factory mounting holes, with the hardware provided. If you have the factory hardware, that can be utilized instead. You will need to remove the factory seat, and seat brackets, and ensure the mounting holes are in good condition. The bar the factory seat latch hooks to, will also need to be removed. If any repairs are needed, please do so before proceeding.

   1. Identify the driver and passenger brackets, and note their positioning. Fig. 1

   2. Align the mounting holes in the brackets up with the corresponding mounting holes in the body. Loosely mount with the provided hardware, or reuse the factory bolts if desired.

   3.Align the stiffener bracket with the 4 studs (2 per side) going side to side. Loosely mount with provided hardware. Fig. 3 With the three brackets aligned, you can tighten the bolts.

   4. Mount the loop bracket to the factory mounting location. The loop will go to the passenger side of the mounting holes. Fig. 4

   
	Text8:    5. Locate the pedestal brackets for the fold and tumble seat. The pedestal brackets mount with the two mounting holes inboard of the vertical portion of the bracket. Fig 5. The front of the bracket has an indentation near the top, for the stop to rest in. Fig. 5a The stop keeps the seat from going too far forward when in the folded position. Loosely mount one bracket and snug the other down.

   6. Install the bushings in the pedestal mounting brackets from outside in. Make sure to line the bushing up to the groove Fig 6. Slide the mounting stud of the seat into the bushing far enough to line up the opposite side stud with the bushing. Slide the second mounting stud into the bushing, and secure both sides with the E-Clips. Fig 6a. Tighten both brackets once the seat is in position.

   7. Ensure the hook on the back of the seat, latches into the loop properly, and that the stopper hits the pedestal bracket properly when flipped forward. Adjust as necessary.
