This pedal adapter bracket utilizes the factory mounting holes of the original gas pedal in order to
mount the Coyote accelerator pedal.

1. Remove the original pedal and linkage.

2. Align the three holes in the bracket with the three factory holes in the fire wall. Mount the bracket
to the fire wall with the provided 5/16" bolts and lock washers. Fig 2

3. Use the provided 1/4" bolts, washers, and lock washers to mount the Coyote accelerator pedal to

the mounting bracket. Make sure the pedal is aligned with the seating position, and that any floor
covering is not obstructing the movement of the pedal. Fig 3
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
